Dear Friend of the Wolves, 

 
The Grand Canyon Wolf Recovery Project is a non-profit organization based in Flagstaff, Arizona, that 
advocates for the recovery of wolves and healthy ecosystems in the Grand Canyon region.  Wolves were 
historically native to Northern Arizona, but were eradicated from the region in the mid 1900s.  The Mexican 
gray wolf is now considered the most endangered mammal in North America, with a population of only about 
75 individuals in the wild of eastern AZ and western NM.  Our goals are to build positive public support for the 
return of wolves to the region through education and outreach, work with Grand Canyon National Park and 
surrounding land management agencies to encourage their support of wolf recovery, and address policy 
processes that impact the management of the Mexican gray wolf and restrict its dispersal to this region. More 
information about our organization and work can be found on our website www.gcwolfrecovery.org. 
  
On March 8th, 2013 we are hosting the Wild and Scenic Film Festival at the Orpheum Theater, in 
downtown Flagstaff, AZ.  It will feature an evening of short films meant to inspire and encourage an active 
community in support of environmental issues. More information about the film festival on tour can be found at 
www.wildandscenicfilmfestival.org.  The night will start with an opening reception with food and drinks, door 
prizes, music by local musician Chuck Cheesman, and information tables on local conservation organizations.  
Proceeds from the ticket sales and silent auction will benefit the work of the Grand Canyon Wolf Recovery 
Project and help fund future endeavors.
